Dendrobiums Demystified
Ron McHatton, AOS Chief Education and Science Officer

Let’s talk dormancy.

It is not true that all dormant plants lose their leaves. Dendrobium lindleyi,
jenkensii, chrysoxotumand related species never lose a leaf yet go very
dormant.

It is not true that all dormant plants need to be kept dry.
Dendrobium anosmum completely loses its leaves during its dormancy but
should not be allowed to dry out.

It is not true that all dormant plants should be kept cool or cold during the
dormant period.

Dendrobium anosmumshould be kept near 60F during its dormancy. Den-
drobium lindleyi can be easily taken down into the 40s while dormant.

What’s the one key signal?
Growth STOPS!

GENERAL RULES

* Use the smallest pot possible -NEVER overpot this genus!

» Well-drained media promote good root growth and minimize media
breakdown

* Most DO NOT appreciate root disturbance —repotting can lead to shock
* NO Fertilizer for most species Halloween through Easter

* Hang tall plants to control top heaviness or place small pots inside much
larger pots and weight down with rocks

* DO NOT use copper based fungicides with dendrobiums

* ALWAYS repot only when roots start to grow (usually spring) so re-
establishment is fast.

* Potted plants do not start new growth or flower until roots reach the edge
of pots.

The Dendrobium phalaenopsis Group

Plants, especially the hybrids typically flower during the summer months
Grow warm all year round —nights above 60F.

Temperatures below 60F will lead to leaf-loss and plants are susceptible to
fungal problems

Medium to very bright light levels —somewhat more than cattleyas
Slightly reduce water when growth matures in the fall —the cooler the tem-
peratures the drier they will need to be.

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Dendrobiums continued—

Keep plants cool (40-50F at night) during the late
winter

Distribution of today’s Dendrobiinae

Japan

Australa ’ New Caledonia

RMcHatton

Nights that are too warm or fertilizer applied
before flowering is complete will result in keikis
NOT flowers

Flowers occur only once a year but if grown
well it’s spectacular

The iWarmo Nobile Group

Grow under the same conditions as the Nobile
group but need only a few nights below 60F to
set flowers

Some can flower 2-3 times a year

More heat tolerant

This group includes:

Den. aphyllum (pierardii),

Den. falconeri,

The Antelope Group

Called Antelope types because
their petals are twisted like the
antlers of an Antelope

All are evergreen species

With an exception or two, these
plants can be VERY tall
Predominantly summer flower-
ing but can flower several times
a year

Flowers are long lasting

Grow typically under Cattleya
temperature conditions with
more light

Need good air movement to avoid overheating
If buds drop after they are fully formed or plants
lack vigor, move to a place where night tempera-
tures do not drop below 60F.

The Callista Group

These plants are from
northern parts of India,
Myanmar and Thailand
They area adapted to a sea-
sonal variation like Florida
Warm, moist summers
Medium light

Moderate, cool winters
Dry winter rest is critical
to flowering —this is the
most common cause of
lack of flowering.

The Formosae (Nigro-hirsute) Group

Almost all species
have white flowers —
Den. lowii with yel-
low or orange flow-
ers is the exception.
Most species grow
under intermediate
conditions —
infundibulum, sca-
brilingue, sanderae
need somewhat
cooler conditions.
Water thoroughly
when growing, give
short dry rest when
growth is complete
—do not let canes
shrivel.

Den. Frosty Dawn ‘Orchidphile’, JC/AOS

This group includes:

Den. bellatulum,

Den. christyanum (margaritaceum), Den. dearei,
Den. draconis,

Den. formosum,

Den. infundibulum,

Den. lowii,

Den. shcuetzii.

The Australian Hard Cane (Dendrocoryne) Group

Plants are adapted to a moist summer/very dry winter
pattern

The southern species tolerate below freezing tempera-
tures

Northern species will thrive with winter nights in the
50-60F range

Lots of water and fertilizer during the summer months
Dry winter rest

Bright winter light

Lack of dry winter rest is the most common cause of
lack of flowering

Species in the group include:

Den. aemulum,

Den. kingianum,

Den. speciosum,

the natural hybrid Den. x specio-kingianum,
Den. tetragonum.

The Pedilonum/Calyptrochilus Groups

Canes are long and naturally pendulous

Flowers are produced in clusters from leafless canes —
usually the second year
Many are cool growers
and can be difficult to
flower in consistently
warm climates

Water freely when active-
ly growing and then
enough to avoid shrivel-
ing of the canes

Den. amethystoglossum,
Den. bracteosum, Den.
capituliflorum, Den. to-
paziacum, and Den. smil-
lieae are warm intermedi-
ate to warm growing.

The Oxyglossum Group

Auction Continued...

All plants in this group are min-
iatures.

As a group they are cool to cold
growers

One species grows well interme-
diate to warm;

Den. laevifolium

Keep moist, humidity must be
high and air movement must be
good

Individual flowers last 6-9
MONTHS!

The Dockrillia Group

All are Australian or from nearby is-
lands
Plants have fleshy, pencil-like leaves
and flowers are typically white or
greenish.

Require:

* Bright light

* High humidity

* Good air movement

* Regular watering and feeding during
summer growing season
* Dry winter with brighter light and
cooler temperatures

The Aporum Group

A small group with curious braided
foliage

Flowers are small (about %4”), white or
yellowish, borne from the leaf axils
Canes flower repeatedly for several
years

Require:

* Warm temperatures

» Watered uniformly throughout the
year

* Bright light, high humidity and good
air movement
